Report on One Day Workshop on Coding HTML and CSS

1. Introduction

The Coding Club under the Techno Club of the Information Technology Department at
Shantilal Shah Engineering College, Bhavnagar organized a one-day workshop on “Coding
HTML and CSS” on 7th February 2026. The objective of the workshop was to provide
students with fundamental knowledge of web development and to enhance their practical
coding skills in HTML and CSS.

In today's digital era, web development skills are highly essential for students pursuing careers
in Information Technology and Computer Science. This workshop was designed to introduce
students to the basic building blocks of web pages and to help them understand how websites
are structured and styled using HTML and CSS.

The session covered the basic structure of HTML documents, commonly
used HTML tags, and the role of CSS in styling web pages.

« Inserting Images and Tables in HTML

e Introduction to CSS

o Typesof CSS (Inline, Internal, External)

« Styling Text, Colors, Backgrounds, and Layouts

« Creating a Simple Web Page using HTML and CSS

Both speakers explained the concepts in a simple and practical manner and guided the
participants during the hands-on coding session.

During the practical session, participants were guided to create their own simple web pages

using HTML and apply different styles using CSS.

CSS.

Students actively participated in the coding exercises and clarified their doubts during the

session. The workshop was interactive and encouraged students to experiment with different
design elements.
